PURPOSE OF CLASS: Our classes are designed to socialize your puppy with people
and other dogs, while continuing their education of obedience commands. Puppies,
regardless of age, will benefit from being exposed to al the smells of aveterinary clinic,
using the scale for weighing, different handling exercises, and mock veterinary physical
exams with positive associations.

REQUIREMENTS: Puppies must have completed any puppy class. Distemper (Da2pp)
and Bordetella (kennel cough) and Rabies vaccines must be current. If you are not a
client of Animal Hospital of Oshkosh, please mail in a copy of your dog’'s vaccination
records with your reservation form. Y ou may also bring your vaccine records on the first
night of class.
